Opening Statement 
“Great team win. All Pac-12 wins seem hard, especially when you turn the ball over like we did today. I 
have to give great credit and the game ball to our defense. Without them I don’t know if we win that 
game.

“Clancy (Pendergast)’s calls have been ultra-aggressive and he is mixing it up extremely nice. I think he is 
doing a tremendous job. Mixing it up as a play caller I think it’s keeping play callers in check and confusing 
quarterbacks.” 
 
On his emotions in the game: 
“My primary emotion was to stay poised for the team. Don’t get over-emotional. You had a lead 14-0, not 
playing well next thing you know it’s 14-7 and then 14-all. If you get over-emotional or you start panicking, 
the team is going to feel that. All the team needs is to go and drive down the field. All we were doing was 
hurting ourselves. Just go down and make one drive and end this thing. A smart QB and a wideout really 
finished the game for us. I’m proud of them.” 
 
On Sam Darnold: 
“When you have a kid with this instinct and creative ability I don’ think you handcuff him. I told him, drive it 
like you stole it. You play the game with no fear and he does. There will be mistakes, that’s going to happen 
with a redshirt freshman, but he’s one of those guys that you don’t make a robot. He does some things that 
people can’t do, so you let him do it. He’s making good decisions except for the interception. He’s 
distributing the ball to everybody and going through progressions and reading the entire field. Those are 
things that don’t happen early. I’m very proud of where he’s at. He’s not a finished product by any means 
but he’s helping us win football games.” 
 
SAM DARNOLD, QB  
On winning the game despite turnovers: 
“I hate using this word but the first word that comes to mind is lucky. It’s not luck, you make your own luck. 
Defense did a great job today. As an offense you’re not going to win a ton of games turning the ball over 
four times. It’s something we gotta to keep working on in practice.” 
 
On his composure: 
“I like to credit my coaches in high school and Pop Warner but I think it comes down to my family and how 
I’m raised. My parents did a good job keeping me confident and knowing that you just have to be cool 
with yourself. No matter what anyone else things you just have to control what you can control. You can’t 
control the past you have to look ahead. In the end you just have to look ahead and take it play after play 
after that.” 
 
ADOREE’ JACKSON, DB-WR  
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On his body awareness on his interception: 
“I was very aware. Once I jumped in the air, I was just trying to torque my body enough so I could get a 
foot down. I was thinking about Charles Woodson and how he did it against Michigan State. That’s the 
whole mindset to make sure I get one foot in.” 
 
On what he feels from the crowd when he plays: 
“My whole mentality is just when I touch the ball to get the party started. I see myself as lighter fluid to a 
barbeque grill. I throw it in there and the party gets started. So I just make sure I do whatever I can to help 
the offense and whatever I can to make sure the defense gets enough rest.” 
 
On if his Olympic track training helped him with his athletic interception: 
“We work on bounding a lot in track and make sure you have control of you body; we work on the hitch 
technique. You gotta make sure your arms and legs are moving and your core is tight. So I guess you could 
say those training skills came into play today.”

 With the 21-17 win for USC, the Trojans improved to 3-3 (2-2) and Colorado fell to 4-2 (2-1) 

 USC improved to 11-0 all-time against Colorado 

 Fr. QB Sam Darnold finished 25-for-37 for a career-high 358 yards. He has now thrown multiple TD passes in three 
games this year and has now thrown for 300+ yards in back-to-back games.  

 Jr. CB-WR-KOR Adoree’ Jackson ‘s 38-yard kickoff return today gives him 1,723 career kickoff return yards (on 64 
returns), tying for USC’s all-time lead with Curtis Conway (on 73 returns). 

 Jackson finished today with 88 all-purpose yards 

 Jackson’s highlight-reel third-quarter interception was his second this year, third of his career. 

 Sr. TB Justin Davis finished with 83 yards on 13 carries. He moved into 14th on USC’s career rushing chart at 2,325, 
passing Javorius Allen’s career total of 2,306. 

 Jr. WR JuJu Smith-Schuster’s had 5 catches for 113 yards.  It was his second consecutive game of 100 or more yards 
receiving and the 10th of his career.  He now has 2,611 career receiving yards, also 10th all-time by a Trojan. 

 So. TE Tyler Petite’s second-quarter 11-yard TD catch and 7-yard fourth-quarter TD catch are his first two scoring 
receptions this year, giving him three for his career. 

 Fr. TE Daniel Imatorbhebhe entered today with one reception. He had back-to-back receptions on USC’s first scoring 
drive, including his first career TD, a 32-yard catch. 

 USC had two tight ends catch TD passes in the same game (Petite and Imatorbhebhe) for the first time since Randall 
Telfer and Xavier Grimble vs. Syracuse in 2011. (Telfer and Rhett Ellison both caught TD passes later that year vs. UCLA, 
but Ellison played all of 2011 as a fullback after spending his previous years as a Trojan as a tight end). 

 Jr. WR Steven Mitchell Jr.’s six receptions were a season-high. His high is seven as a sophomore. 

 So. WR Deontay Burnett finished with 5 catches, the fifth time he’s had three or more this season. 

 Sr. WR Darreus Rogers’ 76 receiving yards was his second-most of his career, behind his 82 vs. Utah State earlier this 
year. 

 Jr. LB Uchenna Nwosu led USC with a career-high 10 tackles, including a sack and a tackle for a loss.  He also had two 
pass deflections. 

 USC held its opponent scoreless in the first quarter for the third time in six games and has allowed only 20 points in the 
first quarter this year. USC held its opponent scoreless in the first half for the second time this year (Utah State). 

 USC held Colorado to 371 total yards.  The Buffaloes came into the game averaging 531.2 yards per game (the ninth 
most in the country) and eclipsing 500 yards four times. 

 USC held Colorado to 96 rushing yards.  Colorado came into the game averaging 218.6 yards per game. 

 USC held Colorado to a season-low 17 points.  The Buffaloes came into the game averaging 43.2 points per game. 

 Dating back to last season, USC has won six consecutive home games, its longest home winning streak since winning 12-
straight from Oct. 13, 2007 to Oct. 24, 2009. 

 USC had a season-high 539 total net yards, its second consecutive week with 500-plus yards (523 vs. ASU last week).  
USC had three games all last season of over 500 yards. 
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
