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In 122 conference openers in its history, Colorado has compiled a
79-41-2 record (a 65.6 winning percentage), including a 36-16-1 mark at
Folsom Field (and 51-16-1 at home overall). Colorado was not a member

of a conference from 1890-92 and did not play a conference schedule in
1905.
