Oregon extended the nation's longest active nonconference
home winning streak to 32 games last week with a near-
complete performance against Hawai'i. Outside of nine
penalties, head coach DAN LANNING said the Ducks "showed
what we were capable of from an efficiency standpoint
really in all three phases." The Ducks racked up 560 yards
of total offense while scoring on nine of 11 drives, becoming
the fourth team to score 50-plus points multiple times this
season. Defensively, Oregon held the Rainbow Warriors to
just 201 total yards of offense and won its 70th straight game
when allowing 14 points or less.

BO NIX opened the scoring with a TD pass to offensive lineman JOSH CONERLY JR., and then
reversed roles with BUCKY IRVING when the running back took a pitch threw an 18-yard TD pass back to the quarterback.
Linebacker NOAH SEWELL made his collegiate debut on offense early in the second quarter, rushing for a one-yard
touchdown to make it 21-0. Oregon became the first FBS team in history to have an offensive lineman catch a touchdown, a
quarterback catch a touchdown and a defensive player rush for a touchdown in the same season, let alone the same game.
Nix also made history as just the second FBS player since 1996 with two passing touchdowns, two rushing touchdowns and
areceiving touchdown in the same game. Oregon won its third straight over the Buffs, and fifth straight in Boulder.

Among those 63 newcomers are
18 transfers who combined to make 213 starts at the collegiate level prior to arriving in Eugene, as well as a group of freshmen
that made up a consensus top-10 recruiting class in the nation. Oregon's 63 newcomers are tied for the third-most in the nation
with Oklahoma State, trailing only Colorado (88) and Arizona State (79).

STREAKING INTO 2024

The Ducks' win over Hawai'i last week ensured they will take the nation's longest active nonconference home winning
streak into the 2024 season. After taking over the top spot with Alabama's loss to Texas in Week 2, Oregon pushed its streak
to 32 games with its 55-10 victory over the Rainbow Warriors. The Ducks have not lost a nonconference home game since
Sept. 20, 2008, and have been dominant overall in Autzen Stadium in that span with an 82-11 (.882) record at home since
the start of the 2009 season. Oregon matched the longest overall home win streak in program history last season at 23
in a row before falling to No. 25 Washington on Nov. 12, and secured the longest conference home win streak in program
history at 17 games.

DUCKS STORM BACK FOR MILESTONE VICTORY

Trailing 27-18 through three quarters, the Ducks erupted for 20 fourth-quarter points on Sept. 9 to avoid heartbreak and
escape Lubbock with a 38-30 win over Texas Tech. BUCKY IRVING's rushing touchdown on the second play of the fourth got
Oregon within two, and the UO defense forced a turnover on downs when Texas Tech tried to go for it on fourth down in its
own territory. CAMDEN LEWIS put Oregon up 28-27 with a field goal before the Red Raiders responded with one of their own to
regain the lead, but BO NIX marched the offense down the field and once again set Lewis up for a field goal that gave Oregon
a 31-30 lead with 1:10 remaining. Former UO quarterback Tyler Shough looked poised to lead Texas Tech down the field for a
game-winning field goal, but BRANDON DORLUS applied pressure and forced Shough into a pick-six by JEFFREY BASSA that
all but sealed the win for the Ducks. Shough and TTU made one final comeback attempt, but BRYAN ADDISON pulled in an
interception at the goal line and sent Oregon back to Eugene with a victory.

» Oregon's first true road-win over a Big 12 team, and first true road win over a nonconference Power 5 team since 2021 (Ohio State).
» First regular-season win over a Big 12 team since 2006 (Oklahoma).

THEY WON BY HOW MUCH?

74 points! Oregon's 81-7 season-opening win over Portland State marked the fourth-largest margin of victory in program
history, and the largest since a 97-point win over Willamette in 1916. The Ducks set the modern-day program scoring record
and the Autzen Stadium scoring record, becoming the first FBS team since 2015 and just the 12th since 1996 to eclipse 80
pointsinagame. Oregon scored 50 points in the first half, its most in a half since scoring 52 in the first half against Oregon
State in 2017, and tied for the fourth-most in a half by UO since 1948.

Nix has picked up where he left off last season while leading the Ducks to a 3-0 start, completing 76-0f-98 passes for 893 yards
and eight touchdowns. Nix ranks 12th in the nation with 297.7 passing yards per game, and his 77.6 completion percentage is No.

BILLBOARD BO

Oregon's quarterback has been a national topic this fall, with giant billboards featuring Nix popping up in both New York and
Dallas. The billboards kept Nix and the Ducks in the national headlines throughout the month of August, and ramped up the
excitement for the 2023 season. "It's a lot bigger than me," Nix said of the billboards. "It is a blessing to be in that opportunity
and be in that position. I couldn't have done it without my teammates first of all, to even be in this situation where someone
wants to do this for me. It speaks to the university. It speaks to the football program. It speaks to how prestigious it is to go
to a place like Oregon. At one time you're on one side and you get to a school like Oregon and then things change and your
story changes. I'm just blessed."

NIX DOES IT ALL IN 2022

Nix was one of the nation's most dynamic players in 2022, playing himself into the thick of the Heisman Trophy conversation
before being slowed by a late-season injury. Nix was arguably the nation's top dual-threat quarterback - he was the only player
in the country to record at least 3,500 passing yards, 500 rushing yards, 25 passing touchdowns and 10 rushing touchdowns.
He accounted for multiple touchdowns in 11 of 13 games, headlined by a career-high six (3 passing, 3 rushing) at California and
a unique five (2 passsing, 2 rushing, 1receiving) at Colorado.

» No. 5in the FBS in total touchdowns (44 - 29 passing, 14 rushing, 1 receiving) while ranking fourth in points
responsible for per game (20.5) and fifth in points responsible for (266).

» Led all FBS quarterbacks with a career-high 14 rushing touchdowns, tied for 16th nationally among all players.

» No. 12 nationally with 315.6 total yards of offense per game and No. 5 with 8.24 total yards per play.

» All 44 touchdowns came after week one, second only to Heisman Trophy winner Caleb Williams (54) during that stretch.

» One of five FBS OBs with at least three passing TDs and three rushing TDs in a single game, joining Jayden Daniels
(LSU), John Ryhs Plumlee (UCF), Michael Pratt (Tulane) and Diego Pavia (New Mexico State).

» Just the fourth Oregon QB ever with three passing TDs and three rushing TDs in a game, joining Jeremiah Masoli (2009),
Kellen Clemens (2004) and Joey Harrington (2001).

» One of three Pac-12 players with six total touchdowns in a game (Jayden de Laura & Dorian Thompson-Robinson).

» Four games with multiple touchdowns both passing and rushing.

» Caught an 18-yard touchdown pass from running back BUCKY IRVING in Oregon's win at Colorado, joining Bowling Green's
Josh Harris (2001) as the only FBS players to have two passing TDs, two rushing TDs and a receiving TD in a single game.

HISTORIC PRODUCTION

Nix was the only FBS quarterback last season and just the eighth since 2000 to have at least 29 passing touchdowns and
14 rushing touchdowns in a season, joining Jalen Hurts (2019, Oklahoma), D'Eriq King (2018, Houston), Lamar Jackson (2016,
Louisville), Marcus Mariota (2014, Oregon), Bryce Petty (2013, Baylor), Cam Newton (2010, Auburn) and Tim Tebow (2007, Florida).

GO BO GO!

Oregon's quarterback was one of the nation's most dangerous runners with the football last season, regardless of position.
Nix led all FBS quarterbacks with 14 rushing touchdowns, just one shy of the Oregon single-season record for a quarterback.
He rushed for three touchdowns in a game three times (vs. BYU, at Arizona, at Cal), becoming the first Oregon QB ever and the
only FBS QB in 2022 to accomplish that feat. He exploded for a career-high 141 yards on just six carries (23.5 YPC) vs. Stanford
with a career-long 80-yard touchdown run, the longest by a U0 QB since 2015. Nix was effective with his legs once again in last
week's win at Texas Tech, leading Oregon with 46 rushing yards and converting on four third downs with his legs.

» 141 rushing yards vs. Stanford in 2022 were the most by a Duck QB since Jeremiah Masoli in 2009.

» First FBS QB to average 23.0+ YPC on 5+ carries in a game since Denard Robinson in 2010, and just the third since 1996.
» The only FBS quarterback with four games of multiple touchdowns both passing and rushing in 2022.

» One of 19 active FBS quarterbacks with at least 1,000 career rushing yards.

» Seven career games with multiple rushing TDs (five in 2022).

HE CAN SLING IT

While his running ability largely stole the headlines last season, Nix also put together the most effective passing season of his
career. He set career-highs for completions (294), passing yards (3,593) and passing touchdowns (29), and he threw multiple
touchdowns in 10 of 13 games including a career-high five TD passes against both Eastern Washington and No. 9 UCLA. Nix
surpassed 400 passing yards twice, including a career-high 428 yards on a career-high 33 completions with three touchdowns
in Oregon's comeback win at Washington State.

» Joined Justin Herbert (2019) and Marcus Mariota (2014) as the only Oregon QBs to throw five touchdowns multiple times in
a season; one of nine FBS quarterbacks to do so last season.

» Career-high 33 completions at WSU tied for the fifth-most in Oregon single-game history.

» 412 yards vs. Cal were the most ever by an Oregon quarterback vs. the Golden Bears.

» 28-0f-33 (84.8%) vs. Eastern Washington, the second-best completion percentage in U0 single-game history.

» 294 completions were spread out between 15 different receivers, and his 29 TDs went to 12 different players.

FULL CIRCLE

Oregon fans remember Nix from the 2019 season opener, when he led Auburn to a thrilling 27-21 win over the Ducks in his collegiate
debut. Nix completed 13-of-31 passes for two touchdowns, including a 26-yard, game-winning TD pass with nine seconds remaining. Nix
also rushed seven times for 42 yards.

Nix is just two completions away from
1,000 for his career. His 998 completions

rank third among active QBs.

Nix's 32 completions at Texas Tech were
his second-most as a Duck and tied for
seventh-most in UO single-game history.

Nix is 61 rushing yards away from 1,500 in
his career. Only eight active FBS QBs have

1,500-plus career rushing yards.

Nix's 85.2 completion percentage (23-of-
27) vs. PSU was his best as a Duck and the
second-best mark in UO single-game history.

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WR TROY FRANKLIN

ELITE TARGET

TROY FRANKLIN is the go-to target for quarterback BO NIX, putting together a tremendous 2022 season and picking up
right where he left off through the first three games of 2023. Franklin leads the Ducks with 17 catches for 292 yards and three
touchdowns, ranking 21st in the nation with 97.3 receiving yards per game. He opened the season with back-to-back 100-yard
receiving games vs. Portland State (106) and Texas Tech (103), and pulled in four catches for 83 yards last week vs. Hawai'i while
playing just the first half and one series in the third quarter. Franklin enters Saturday's game with at least one reception in 20
consecutive games, and multiple catches in 16 of his last 17 contests.

The East Palo Alto, Calif., native tied for the Pac-12 lead with nine receiving touchdowns, and
he ranked ninth with 68.5 receiving yards per game. Franklin was especially dynamic down the stretch, catching 22 passes for
255 yards and four touchdowns over the final four games.

PICKING UP WHERE THEY LEFT OFF

Despite having to replace four primary starters from an offensive line that led the nation in 2022 with just five sacks
allowed, Oregon's new-look unit hasn't missed a beat through three games in 2023. The O-line has posted a pass
blocking grade of 94.7, according to Pro Football Focus, which leads the nation. The Ducks' O-line has allowed just one
sack (three yards lost) and six quarterback hurries in 116 pass attempts. In 2022, U0's offensive line ranked fourth
nationally with a pass-blocking team grade of 84.8.

) NUMBERS TO KNOW

Through three games, the Oregon offensive line
has allowed just six quarterback hurries and
one sack in 116 total pass attempts. As a unit,
the Ducks' O-line leads the nation with a pass
blocking grade of 94.7 from Pro Football Focus.

JACKSON POWERS-JOHNSON ranks fifth
among all FBS centers with a Pro Football Focus

86.9 pass-blocking grade of 86.9, allowing one hurry
and one pressure in 113 opportunities. The

grade is tops among Power 5 centers.

JACKSON POWERS-JOHNSON, who has started the first three games at center after primarily playing guard in 2022,
ranks fifth nationally among all FBS centers and first among Power 5 centers with a pass-blocking grade of 86.9 from
Pro Football Focus. He has allowed just one quarterback pressure and one hurry in 113 opportunities this season. Last
season, Powers-Johnson's overall PFF grade of 84.1 was third among FBS guards.

CHANGING OF THE GUARD

The Ducks have a new look along the offensive line in 2023, with four primary starters from last season departing in T.J.
Bass (LT), Alex Forsyth (C), Ryan Walk (LG/RG) and Malaesala Aumavae-Laulu (RT). Those four combined to start 119 games
and play 7,838 offensive snaps in an Oregon uniform. The Ducks still returned valuable experience across the 0-Line,
led by senior STEVEN JONES and juniors MARCUS HARPER Il and JACKSON POWERS-JOHNSON. Jones started the
first two and last two games of 2022 at right guard while dealing with an injury for much of the year, and he is the most
experienced returner with now over 1,600 snaps played in his Oregon career. Harper started 11 games last year at left
guard, and both he and Powers-Johnson bring versatility with the ability to play any of the three interior spots. Former
five-star recruit JOSH CONERLY JR. has taken over as the starting left tackle after playing mostly as an extra lineman
last year as a true freshman, and he was named to the preseason watch list for the prestigious Outland Trophy. The
Ducks also bring back experienced depth with players like FAAOPE LALOULU and DAVE IULI.

The Ducks' O-line leads the nation with a 94.7
pass-blocking grade from Pro Football Focus.
All five starting offensive linemen have pass- 94.7
blocking grades of 83.0 or better - led by RT
AJANI CORNELIUS at 88.9.

Transfer offensive linemen JUNIOR ANGILAU

start 86 games and play 5,814 career snaps at
the college level prior to arriving in Eugene.

» Conerly (LT), Harper (LG), Powers-Johnson (C) and Jones (RG) each started along the O-line in the first three games
of the season.

» Powers-Johnson was Oregon's highest-graded offensive lineman by PFF in 2022 for overall (84.1), run-blocking (84.7)
and pass-blocking (86.2).

» Harper Il owns an 85.8 PFF pass-blocking grade in 2023 and has yet to allow a QB pressure in 105 opportunities.

» Harper Il earned an 81.1 pass-blocking grade from PFF in 2022, allowing just nine pressures in 343 opportunities.

> OFFENSIVE NOTES

O YEAH

Oregon's offense has been firing on all cylinders through three games this season, ranking second nationally at 58.0 points per
game and fourth with 579.7 yards of offense a game. After dropping a modern-era record 81 points in the season opener, U0's
offense came away with three offensive touchdowns and three field goals against Texas Tech in one of the nation's toughest
environments. The Ducks then dropped 55 points Saturday against Hawai'i, scoring on their first seven possessions with five
touchdowns. The Ducks own a 92.1 overall offensive grade from Pro Football Focus, ranking 18th in the FBS and fifth in the Pac-12.

» Oregon is one of four teams to score more than 50 points multiple times this season (USC, Oklahoma, Washington State).
» The Ducks are one of 23 FBS teams to have scored 30-plus points at least three times.

» Oregon has reached the end zone 21 times in 35 drives (60.0%) and come away with points on 27 different drives (77.1%).
» The offense has gained 10 or more yards 59 times, tied for sixth in the nation, out of 211 total plays (27.9% of plays).

» 41 0f U0's 59 plays of 10-plus yards have come through the air.

» 8.20 yards per play is the seventh-best average among FBS teams and fourth in the Pac-12.

» The Ducks average 28.53 first downs a game, best in the Pac-12 and tied for fourth in the country.

HISTORIC START

Oregon set a modern-era program record with 81 points in its 74-point victory over Portland State in the season opener,
eclipsing the previous record of 77 points (Sept. 7, 2019, vs. Nevada & Sept. 2, 2017, vs. Southern Utah). The Ducks reached the
end zone in each of their first nine drives - including all seven in the first half - on their way to tying a school record with 11
total touchdowns, and Oregon came away with points on 12 of its 13 total drives. The Ducks racked up 729 yards of total offense,
headlined by 348 rushing yards. The rushing total marked the most by Oregon since rushing for 351 yards against Stanford a
season ago, while the 729 yards of total offense were the most for the Ducks since Oct. 29, 2016, vs Arizona State (734) and
seventh-most since at least 1996.

PICK YOUR POISON

Behind a multi-back attack, Oregon continues to gobble up yardage on the ground as it ranks fourth in the Pac-12 with 216.3
rushing yards per game and 8.20 yards per carry through the season's first three weeks. BUCKY IRVING (216), JORDAN JAMES
(155) and NOAH WHITTINGTON (101) have all rushed for more than 100 yards already this season, making Oregon one of 13
teams in the nation to have three running backs all over 100 yards on the ground. Irving leads the Ducks with 8.00 yards per
carry and is tied for the FBS lead with two rushes of 50-plus yards, while James leads the Pac-12 and is tied for fourth in the
nation with three rushing touchdowns after finding the end zone three times vs. Portland State and twice last week vs. Hawai'i.
Whittington found the end zone for the first time this season last week, and freshmen DANTE DOWDELL and JAYDEN LIMAR
both scored in the season opener. The Ducks are one of just four FBS teams (LSU, Miami, Oklahoma) to have five different
running backs with a rushing touchdown this season.

» U0 leads the Pac-12 and is tied for third in the nation with 11 rushing touchdowns.

» Oregon has had a different leading rusher in all three games this season (Irving, @B BO NIX, Whittington).

» Oregon rushed for 348 yards in the season opener vs. Portland State, led by 119 yards on just four carries by Irving.

» The Ducks' seven rushing touchdowns vs. PSU tied for the second-most for the program since 1996.

» Irving notched his fifth 100-yard rushing game as a Duck and eighth of his career.

» Irving is also second on the team with 12 receptions for 95 yards, and Whittington has nine catches for 77 yards.

» All five of James' rushing touchdowns have come in Oregon's two home games.

» James rushed for touchdowns of nine, four and nine yards vs. Portland State for the first multi-TD game of his career.

» Whittington led Oregon with 80 yards on just five carries last week vs. Hawai'i, including a 34-yard touchdown run.

» Dowdell rushed eight times for 55 yards and a score vs. PSU, and Limar carried the ball eight times for 51 yards and a TD.

EXPERIENCED BACKS

Running back is arguably Oregon's deepest position group this season, headlined by the trio of BUCKY IRVING, NOAH
WHITTINGTON and JORDAN JAMES. The three combined for 2,026 of U0's 2,805 rushing yards in 2022, led by Irving with 1,058
yards and five touchdowns on 156 carries. Whittington added 779 yards and five scores on 139 carries, and James was extremely
effective in goal-line and short-yardage situations as a true freshman with 189 yards and five touchdowns on 46 attempts.
Irving and Whittington were also threats in the passing game, combining for 398 receiving yards and four touchdowns out of
the backfield.

» Oregon was one of just eight FBS teams in 2022 to have multiple running backs with at least 750 rushing yards.

» Irving recorded the 27th 1,000-yard rushing season in program history, ranking 19th all-time with 1,058 yards.

» Irving's 1,058 rushing yards in 2022 are the most of any returning Pac-12 running back in 2023.

» Irving ranked sixth among all FBS running backs with a 93.4 rushing grade from Pro Football Focus.

» Irving leads the running back room with eight career 100-yard rushing games, including four in 2022 after matching his
career-high with 149 yards in the Holiday Bowl to earn Offensive MVP honors.

» Irving (149) and Whittington (106) became the first UO teammates since 2018 to each rush for 100-plus yards in a game last
season vs. Washington.

» Irving also threw an 18-yard touchdown pass to QB Bo Nix last season at Colorado, joining Royce Freeman (2014) and
Onterrio Smith (2011) as the only UO running backs since at least 1996 to throw a TD pass.

» Whittington is the only Duck with a 150-yard rushing performance in his career, going for 150 and a touchdown on just
seven carries for Western Kentucky on Dec. 18, 2021, vs. Appalachian State in the Boca Raton Bowl.

» Whittington played for current running backs coach CARLOS LOCKLYN in 2021 at Western Kentucky.

» James was one of 29 FBS freshmen to rush for at least five touchdowns in 2022.

TRANSFER TRIO BOLSTERS RECEIVER ROOM

Oregon used the transfer portal to add reinforcements to its wide receiver group, signing three experienced players in GARY
BRYANT JR. (USC), TRAESHON HOLDEN (Alabama) and TEZ JOHNSON (Troy). The trio combined for 240 career receptions,
3,024 yards and 22 touchdowns prior to coming to Eugene, and each caught multiple passes in their Duck debut in week one
vs. Portland State. Bryant Jr. hauled in seven catches for 100 yards and two touchdowns, teaming up with TROY FRANKLIN to
become the first UO receiving duo since Dec. 5, 2014 (Darren Carrington & Charles Nelson), to each go over 100 yards in a game.
Johnson - the adopted brother of quarterback BO NIX - caught three passes for 41 yards and hauled in his fist score as a Duck
at Texas Tech before reaching the end zone twice against Hawai'i last Saturday. Holden caught his first two Oregon touchdowns
against the Rainbow Warriors, finishing with 63 yards on four catches.

» Holden played in 10 games for Alabama in 2022, catching 25 balls for 331 yards and six touchdowns, and five games in 2020
while helping the Crimson Tide win the national championship.

FERGUSON LEADS DEEP TIGHT END ROOM

Tight end TERRANCE FERGUSON has established himself as one of the nation's best red-zone threats since arriving in Eugene,
finishing 2022 with 32 catches for 391 yards and five touchdowns. Ferguson tied for sixth nationally last season with 12 red-zone
receptions, while tying for seventh in red-zone receiving yards (104) and 26th in red-zone touchdown receptions (5). The junior
returns along with junior PATRICK HERBERT, who caught six passes for 95 yards and a touchdown last year while playing the
full season after missing 2020 and 2021 due to injury. The duo is joined by junior transfer CASEY KELLY, who had 28 receptions
for 282 yards and three touchdowns in 35 games played at Ole Miss, as well as a highly-regarded freshman in KENYON SADIQ.

» Ferguson has at least one reception in 19 games and has seven catches for 66 yards in three games this season.

» With 56 career receptions, Ferguson is in 10th place on UQ's all-time top 10 list for catches by a tight end.

» Needs seven catches to move into an eighth-place tie in Oregon tight end history.

» Ferguson caught two touchdowns vs. both Eastern Washington and BYU last season, becoming the first Oregon tight end
since Jacob Breeland in 2019 with multiple TD catches in back-to-back games.

» Herbert had three catches for 34 yards against the Red Raiders, and has five catches for 72 yards on the year.

» Herbert's first career touchdown was a 40-yard catch-and-run last season at California.

» Herbert is the younger brother of former Oregon QB and current Los Angeles Chargers QB Justin Herbert.

» Kelly's best season at Ole Miss came in 2021, when he caught 17 passes for 150 yards and a touchdown.

» Sadig, the consensus top-rated player in the state of Idaho and the 2022 Idaho Gatorade State Player of the Year, caught one
pass for nine yards in his collegiate debut vs. PSU.

WILLIAMS BRINGS OLYMPIC SPEED TO GRIDIRON

One more new face in the receiver room brought a new level of speed to the team, as Oregon track and field standout MICAH
WILLIAMS opted to give football a try. The two-time Pac-12 champion in the 100 meters and 2021 NCAA indoor champion in the
60 meters, Williams follows in the footsteps of former Oregon track-football standouts such as Devon Allen and Samie Parker.
“Micah wanted to play football and we want to give him a chance to see if he can,” head coach DAN LANNING said. “It's been a
long time; he hasn't really played since his freshman year in high school. But you can't coach fast and he's fast. We'll see what
he’s able to do out there for us.”

EXPLOSIVE OFFENSE

Oregon's offense was firing on all cylinders in 2022. The Ducks were one of just six teams (Georgia, Michigan, Ohio State,
Tennessee & USC) in the nation to score 40-plus points at least eight times, doing so in eight consecutive games from weeks 2-10
for the longest streak in the nation. Oregon was the only team in the nation to rank in the top 20 in both rushing offense (12th,
215.77 YPG) and passing offense (17th, 284.8 YPG).

» No. 2 in the nation in first downs per game (26.5); broke program record with 40 first downs vs. Eastern Washington.

» 500-plus total yards of offense seven times, and at least 400 yards in 11 of 13 games.

» Rushed for at least 300 yards three times, and surpassed 200 yards rushing seven times in 13 games.

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> DEFENSIVE NOTES

NO FLY ZONE

The strength of the Oregon defense this season has come from its ability to defend the pass. Through three games, the Ducks
lead the Pac-12 in passing yards allowed per game (158.7) and yards allowed per pass attempt (4.7). Opposing quarterbacks
hold a passer rating of just 106.36 against the Ducks, a mark that is in the top 25 nationally. UO's recent performance against
Hawai'i produced its highest PFF pass coverage grade (86.4) since receiving an 89.6 against Washington State in Week 4 of
the 2022 season. The Ducks intercepted three passes on Sept. 9 at Texas Tech, including a pick-six that extended the lead late
in the fourth quarter. In the season-opening win against Portland State, Oregon held the Vikings to just 52 passing yards, the
fewest since holding Washington State to just 51 in 2009. The Ducks limited Hawai'i to 152 passing yards last week, including
just 44 in the first half.

TRANSFERS MAKING BIG IMPACT IN SECONDARY

Oregon's defensive secondary looks quite a bit different in 2023, with the departure of first-round draft pick Christian Gonzalez
and 2022 leading tackler Bennett Williams. The Ducks returned valuable experience in players like TRIKWEZE BRIDGES, BRYAN
ADDISON, STEVE STEPHENS 1V, DONTAE MANNING and JAHLIL FLORENCE, but also used the transfer portal to bring in four guys
with significant FBS experience - KHYREE JACKSON (Alabama), TYSHEEM JOHNSON (Ole Miss), NIKKO REED (Colorado) and EVAN
WILLIAMS (Fresno State). Jackson and Johnson have been especially productive early in their Oregon careers - Jackson is tied for
the Pac-12 lead with two interceptions, and Johnson leads the Ducks with 20 total tackles and 2.0 tackles for loss.

» Johnson has played the most defensive snaps of any Duck (160) and also leads the team in solo tackles (14).

» Johnson was a 247Sports True Freshman All-American in 2021 after making 47 tackles and four TFLs.

» Jackson has recorded an interception in each of the Ducks' last two games, the first two picks of his career.

» Jackson played in 21 games for Alabama over the last two seasons, recording 14 tackles and two pass breakups.

» Addison's 77.4 overall grade from PFF last season was second only to Gonzalez (83.3) among Duck defenders.

» Now in his sixth season, Stephens IV has 99 tackles and an interception in 45 career games for the Ducks.

» Manning made 20 tackles last season and has 48 total in 29 career games played.

» Florence played in eight games as a true freshman, finishing with eight tackles and an interception.

» Bridges was second among Ducks last season with three interceptions, and has 77 tackles and four picks in 35 career games.
» Williams is the younger brother of Bennett Williams, Oregon's leading tackler in 2022.

» Williams earned all-Mountain West first-team honors in 2021, ending the season with 95 tackles, 4.5 TFLs and three picks.

PICK PARTY

The Ducks were all over the Texas Tech passing game in Week 2 with three interceptions, headlined by a lead-extending pick six by
JEFFREY BASSA late in the fourth quarter.. The Ducks have now intercepted 14 passes over the last 10 games dating back to last
season, when U0 tied for 10th nationally with 16 picks. Through just three games in 2023, Alabama transfer KHYREE JACKSON is
tied for the Pac-12 lead with two interceptions after picking off his second pass in as many games last week vs. Hawai'i.

The trend is nothing new for Oregon, which has been the best team in the nation over the last decade-plus at coming away
with interceptions. UO leads all FBS teams with 210 total interceptions since 2010, 12 more than second-place lowa and 15 more
than Alabama. That impressive run of picking off passes goes back even further, as the Ducks lead the nation with 372 total
interceptions since 2000, 14 ahead of Virginia Tech. Since 2018, Oregon is second in the nation with 79 interceptions, behind
only lowa (84).

POPO GETTING BACK TO BUSINESS

Oregon's defense has received a boost up front this season with the return of seventh-year defensive lineman POPO AUMAVAE,
who missed all of 2022 due to injury. Aumavae was a big key to the Ducks' defensive success in 2021, receiving first-team all-
Pac-12 honors from both the Associated Press and Pro Football Focus after leading all Pac-12 interior defensive linemen with
an 81.3 overall defensive grade by PFF. Aumavae has picked up where he left off in 2021 so far this season, recording sacks in
each of the Ducks' last two games.

» Three tackles, one solo, in season opener vs. Portland State, his first action since 2021.

» Oregon's second-highest graded defensive starter at Texas Tech with a 73.6 overall grade from PFF; Aumavae recorded five
tackles and a 7-yard sack in the game.

» Notched a 13-yard sack against Hawai'i.

» In 41 career games, Aumavae owns 72 total tackles, 10.0 tackles for loss and 5.5 sacks.

BASSA LEADS THE WAY

Now a junior, inside linebacker JEFFREY BASSA has taken on the leadership role within the Oregon defense. Bassa transitioned
from defensive back to inside linebacker early as a freshman in 2021, and is now comfortable in the middle after racking up
119 total tackles, 8.5 tackles for loss, three sacks and three interceptions over the last two seasons. Bassa is Oregon's leading
returning tackler from 2022, when he finished with 62. He had at least five tackles in each of the final four games of 2022,
including six tackles and a sack in the Holiday Bowl, and he set a career-high with 10 tackles in Oregon's win at Washington State.
Bassa was dominant in the Ducks' comeback victory at Texas Tech on Sept. 9, leading the team with nine tackles while adding
a tackle for loss. The defensive leader also had the play of the game when he intercepted a pass and returned it 45 yards for
a touchdown with 35 seconds left, extending what was just a one-point Oregon lead and all but sealing the win for the Ducks.
Through three games, Bassa is second among Ducks with 16 total tackles.

LEWIS CHASING ALL-TIME SCORING RECORD

Kicker CAMDEN LEWIS is looking to make history as a fifth-year senior in 2023. He entered his final season just 82 points
shy of the Oregon all-time scoring record held by Royce Freeman (384, 2014-17), and now sits 48 points away after making six
field goals and 16 PATs through three games this season. Lewis' 43 career field goals are the fourth-most in program history
and just eight short of Aidan Schneider's (2014-17) program record of 51. Lewis was an all-Pac-12 honorable mention selection
in 2022 after earning second-team honors in 2021.

FERGUSON passing connection in the first quarter against Texas Tech. The Ducks are one of just four teams in the nation
with multiple successful two-point attempts, and are the one of two teams with a perfect conversion percentage on multiple
attempts (Northern lllinois; 2-for-2). Going for two is nothing new for UO as the Ducks lead the nation in 2-point conversions
since 1996 with 56, nine more than second-place Arizona State (47).

D, HEAD COACH DAN LANNING

Dan Lanning was officially announced as the 35th head coach in Oregon football history on December 11, 2021, as athletic director Rob
Mullens brought one of college football's brightest young coaches and top defensive minds to Eugene to lead the Ducks.

“Dan is an outstanding, high-energy football coach who will provide a world-class experience for our football student-athletes,”
Mullens said. “He is a tremendous recruiter and developer of talent, and we will continue to compete for championships while
providing an environment where our football student-athletes can develop to their fullest potential in the classroom, on the football
field, and as people. We are grateful for the opportunity to have Dan as the leader of our football program, and we look forward to
the positive impact he will have on our student-athletes.”

In his first season as the Ducks' head coach, Lanning led Oregon to a 10-3 record and a win over North Carolina in the SDCCU Holiday
Bowl. Lanning became the third Oregon head coach to win 10 games in his first season, and the first since Mark Helfrich in 2013.

Lanning came to Oregon after spending the previous four seasons at Georgia, including the last three as defensive coordinator.
He directed the top defense in the nation in his three seasons as defensive coordinator, and helped lead the Bulldogs to the 2022
national championship before taking over full-time as Oregon’s new head coach.

A two-time finalist for the Broyles Award as the nation’s top assistant coach, Lanning joined Georgia in 2018 as outside linebackers
coach before being promoted to defensive coordinator.

A Missouri native, Lanning began his collegiate coaching career as a graduate assistant at Pittsburgh in 2011, and also had stints at
Arizona State (2012-13), Sam Houston State (2014), Alabama (2014), and Memphis (2016-17). He made is on-field collegiate coaching
debut at Sam Houston State as the defensive backs coach.

As an assistant coach, Lanning has been to and won four of the New Year's Six bowl games, including national titles with both Georgia
in 2022 and Alabama in 2015. In four years with Lanning on staff, Georgia also won three SEC Eastern Division titles (2018-19, 2021) and
reached back-to-back Allstate Sugar Bowls (2018-19), the Chick-fil-A Peach Bowl (2020), and the Capital One Orange Bowl (2021, CFP
Semifinal).

10-WIN DEBUT
Lanning had the Ducks in the national conversation throughout his first season as a head coach, guiding Oregon to 10 wins and a win
in the SDCCU Holiday Bowl.

After a tough loss to his former team and the eventual national champion Georgia Bulldogs to open his Oregon career, Lanning

and the Ducks bounced back to win eight consecutive games and were in the thick of the College Football Playoff conversation. A
late-season injury to quarterback Bo Nix loomed large in a pair of tight losses to Washington and Oregon State, but the Ducks finished
strong with a comeback win over North Carolina in the Holiday Bowl.

Despite his background in elite defense, the calling card for Lanning's first Oregon team was an electric offense led by Nix. The Ducks
were the only team in the nation to rank in the top 20 in both rushing offense (12th, 215.77 YPG) and passing offense (17th, 284.8 YPG)
while tying for ninth in scoring offense (38.8 PPG), and boasted the country's top offensive line with just five sacks allowed.

Nix was phenomenal in his first season as a Duck, before announcing he would return to Oregon for a fifth season of college football
in 2023. The UO quarterback ranked fifth in the nation with 44 total touchdowns while setting a new U0 single-season record for
completion percentage at 71.9, second-best in the nation. Nix led all FBS quarterbacks with 14 rushing touchdowns, the second-most
ever in a season by an Oregon quarterback.

Lanning’s inaugural Oregon defense was led by a trio of NFL Draft picks in cornerback Christian Gonzalez, defensive end DJ Johnson
and linebacker Noah Sewell. Gonzalez led Oregon with four interceptions and went on to be the No. 17 overall pick by the New England
Patriots. Johnson led the Ducks in sacks and was a third-round pick by the Carolina Panthers, and Sewell capped a productive three-
year Oregon career by being a fifth-round pick by the Chicago Bears. The trio made up half of a six-player NFL Draft class in 2023, the
most for the Ducks since 2009.

Lanning became just the fifth head coach in Oregon history to reach 10 wins in a season, and just the third to do so in his debut
season in Eugene.

ELITE DEFENSE
Lanning oversaw the nation’s top overall defense in his three seasons as Georgia's defensive coordinator, including a historically
dominant unit in 2021 as he helped lead the Bulldogs to their third-ever national championship and first since 1980.

In three seasons with Lanning coordinating the defense, Georgia led the country in combined scoring defense (13.6 points per game)
and rushing defense (75.7 yards per game), while also ranking No. 2 in total defense (284.3 yards per game).

Lanning’s 2021 Georgia defense led the nation in scoring defense by a wide margin at just 10.2 points per game, 4.6 points per game
better than any other team in the country. During 12 regular season contests, Georgia's opponents mustered just 6.9 points per game.

The Bulldogs' defense was especially impressive during the 2021 College Football Playoff, with Lanning's unit fueling the program to
the national title. Georgia held Michigan to just 1 points in the CFP semifinal, and then limited an Alabama offense that averaged 41.4
points per game to just 18 points in the national title game.

The 2021 Georgia defense allowed just 16 touchdowns all season under Lanning, five fewer than any other team in the country. The
Bulldogs held opponents to 10 points or less nine times in 15 games, and Georgia played 11 full quarters to start the season before
surrendering a touchdown. In back-to-back games vs. Vanderbilt and Arkansas, Lanning's unit pitched consecutive shutouts while
winning by a combined score of 99-0.

Georgia's historic 2021 season also saw the Bulldogs lead the nation in red-zone defense (62.5 score %), while ranking second in total
defense (267.9 YPG), rushing defense (78.87 YPG) and yards allowed per play (4.15), and fourth in sacks (49.0). Georgia also had a stout
passing defense, ranking 12th overall at 189.1 yards per game.

Lanning also directed the nation’s top scoring defense in 2019 - his first year as defensive coordinator - when the Bulldogs allowed
just 12.6 points per game. Georgia led the country in rushing defense (74.6 YPG) and set a school record with an FBS-best two rushing
touchdowns allowed, while ranking second nationally in yards allowed per play (4.29) and third in total defense (275.7 YPG).

In a 2614 win over Baylor in the Allstate Sugar Bowl to cap the 2019 season, Lanning's defense held the Bears scoreless in the first
half and allowed just 61 rushing yards and 295 total yards.

Lanning’s unit led the nation in rushing defense (72.3 YPG) for the second year in a row in 2020 while ranking 12th in total defense
(321.0 YPG) and 16th in scoring defense (20.0 PPG). In a 44-21 win over Tennessee, Georgia allowed an incredible minus-1 rushing yards

and 214 total yards while recording three forced fumbles and an interception.

The Bulldogs closed out the 2020 season with a thrilling performance in the Chick-fil-A Peach Bowl, with Lanning's defense holding
No. 8 Cincinnati scoreless in the fourth quarter as Georgia scored 14 unanswered points to win, 24-21.

In Lanning's first season at Georgia as the outside linebackers coach in 2018, the Bulldogs ranked 13th nationally in total defense
(314.3 YPG) and 14th in scoring defense (19.2 PPG).

Lanning was the inside linebackers coach at Memphis in 2016 and 2017, helping lead a defense that ranked in the top five nationally in
turnovers gained both years.

DEVELOPING STARS
Lanning has proven his ability as a talent developer, coaching some of the top defensive players in all of college football throughout
his career.

In 2021, Lanning coordinated an elite Georgia defense that was led by a pair of first-team all-Americans in defensive tackle Jordan
Davis and linebacker Nakobe Dean. Defensive lineman Devonte Wyatt joined Davis and Dean on the all-SEC first team, and three more
Bulldogs earned second-team honors.

Davis was an absolute force in the middle of the Bulldog defense, winning the Chuck Bednarik Award as the nation's top defensive
player as well as the Outland Trophy as the top FBS interior lineman. He joined Ndamukong Suh (2009, Nebraska) and Aaron Donald
(2013, Pittsburgh) as the only players to win the Bednarik Award and the Outland Trophy in the same season.

Dean took home the 2021 Butkus Award as the top linebacker in the country, becoming the second Bulldog to win the honor in its
37-year history. Dean was second on the team with 72 tackles while adding a team-high 10.5 tackles for loss, 6.0 sacks, two forced
fumbles, and two interceptions.

That 2021 defense enjoyed a historic 2022 NFL Draft, with a whopping eight players from Lanning's unit being selected. That group
was led defensive end Travon Walker, who went No. T overall to the Jacksonville Jaguars. Walker was joined by Davis (Philadelphia, No.
13), linebacker Quay Walker (Green Bay, No. 22), Wyatt (Green Bay, No. 28) and safety Lewis Cine (Minnesota, No. 32) in the first round
as Georgia became the first defense ever to have five first-round selections in the same draft. Dean and fellow linebacker Channing
Tindall both went in the third round to give Lanning's defense seven picks in the first three rounds.

In 2020, Lanning coached a defense that featured four 2021 NFL Draft selections. Defensive back Eric Stokes was taken by the Green
Bay Packers with the 29th overall pick after putting together a first-team all-American season with four interceptions.

Defensive back Tyson Campbell went four picks after Stokes at No. 33 overall to the Jacksonville Jaguars, and linebacker Azeez
Ojulari was taken at No. 50 by the New York Giants. Ojulari led the SEC in sacks (8.5) and forced fumbles (3) while ranking second in
tackles for loss (11.5). Linebacker Monty Rice went to the Tennessee Titans in the third round with the 92nd overall pick.

Lanning's 2019 Georgia defense was led by safety J.R. Reed, who earned all-America honors by four different outlets. Linebacker Tae
Crowder was a semifinalist for the Butkus Award and was taken by the Giants with the final pick of the 2020 NFL Draft.

In his first season at Georgia in 2018, Lanning coached outside linebacker D'Andre Walker to a second-team all-SEC selection. Walker
led the team in sacks and tackles for loss and was a fifth-round pick by the Tennessee Titans in the 2019 NFL Draft.

As the inside linebackers coach at Memphis (2016-17), Lanning coached a two-time first-team all-AAC selection in linebacker Genard
Avery, a fifth-round pick by the Cleveland Browns in the 2018 NFL Draft.

Lanning made his on-field collegiate coaching debut at Sam Houston State in 2014 as the defensive backs coach, mentoring three
players who earned all-Southland Conference honors. Trenier Orr also received all-America recognition.

RELENTLESS RECRUITER
Lanning is regarded as one of the top recruiters in the country. At the time of his hiring at Oregon, 247Sports listed Lanning as the
No. 8 ranked recruiter in the nation.

Oregon’s new head coach immediately went to work on the recruiting trail upon arriving in Eugene, signing a 2022 class that
247Sports regarded as the 13th best in the country and best in the Pac-12 entering the season. Lanning’s initial UO class included five-
star offensive lineman Josh Conerly Jr., as well as 10 four-star recruits.

Lanning continued his recruiting momentum into 2023, landing a consensus top-10 class that was headlined by five-star receiver

Jurrion Dickey and five-star edge rusher Matayo Uiagalelei. Lanning also showed a knack for attacking the transfer portal early in
his Oregon tenure, landing key contributors like Nix, Gonzalez and running back Bucky Irving for 2022 before signing receiver Tez

Johnson, offensive lineman Ajani Cornelius and defensive end Jordan Burch among a flurry of transfer additions for 2023.

Lanning was the lead recruiter for linebacker Nakobe Dean, the eventual 2021 Butkus Award winner as the nation’s top linebacker and
first-team all-American. Dean was 247Sports’ No. 2 ranked inside linebacker in the 2019 class and No. 19 player overall.

Lanning played a huge role in Georgia signing defensive end Nolan Smith, the top-ranked overall player in the 2019 class. In three
seasons with the Bulldogs, Smith has racked up 81 total tackles, 11.0 tackles for loss, and 6.5 sacks with two forced fumbles and an
interception.

According to 247Sports, Lanning has received commitments from five five-star prospects and 14 four-star recruits.

Lanning was the on-campus recruiting coordinator at Arizona State in 2013, helping the Sun Devils land a top-20 signing class.
Lanning was also the co-recruiting coordinator during his year at Sam Houston State in 2014.

PLAYING CAREER & PERSONAL
Born in North Kansas City, Mo., Lanning spent his playing days as a linebacker at William Jewell College in Liberty, Mo. He earned two
Bachelor of Science degrees in physical education and secondary education in 2008.

Lanning began his coaching career at Park Hill South High School in Missouri after earning his degree, spending three seasons as
the special teams, defensive backs and wide receivers coach. During that time, he completed coursework for his Master's degree in
secondary administration from William Woods University in Fulton, Mo.

Lanning and his wife, Sauphia, have three sons - Caden, Kniles, and Titan.

) NUMBERS TO KNOW

Georgia was the nation's No. 1 defense from
2019-21 with Lanning as DC, allowing just 13.6
points per game during that stretch.

NFL Draft picks, the most for the program
since 2009.
