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DIREGTOR OF PLAYER DEVELOPMENT NATE TOMLINSON

Former Colorado point guord and Pac-12
Conference champion Nate Tomlinson is in his first
season as Director of Player Development, assuming
his role on July 11, 2019.

Tomlinson replaced Sean Kearney who became
an ossociate commissioner with the Atlantic 10
Conference earlier this summer.

“Nate is one of the most passionate and loyal
Buffs that | know of,” head coach Tad Boyle said.
“His energy and enthusiasm will help our program
get better.”

Tomlinson’s duties include scheduling of games and
serving as a liison with several constituents induding
academics and community service. Additionally, his
ability to relate fo and mentor current and future
Buffaloes will be invaluable.

“He will have the opportunity to connect with
the players off the court and be a great mentor for
them,” Boyle said. “As a former player, he can relate
to the challenges our players face today; he just went
through those relatively recently.

“He was born to coach, and this is the first step in
that process. He helped us as a player and now he'll
help us in a different capacity.”

Tomlinson was a four-year letter winner for the
Buffaloes from 2008-12, averaging 5.2 points, 3.1
assists and just under one steal in 129 career games.
He helped the Buffaloes claim the inaugural Pac-12
Tournament fitle in 2012, leading to the program's
first NCAA Tournament in nine years.

Colorado made a pair of postseason appearances
during Tomlinson’s career. The Buffaloes set a school-
record with 24 wins in 2010-11, culminating with a
semifinal appearance in the 2011 NIT. Tomlinson was
a part of 74 wins as a Buffalo, which at the time was
the best in school history.
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He is tied with Donnie Boyce for sixth in career
assists (406), also holding that posifion in career
games played (129) and started (111).

After graduating in 2012, he played
professionally for six seasons for Melbourne
United of the National Baskethall League in his
native Australia. Following his playing career, he
joined the baskethall staff at Shantou University in

China, led by his father, Bill, for one season before
refurning to the United States in 2018.

Tomlinson returned to Boulder, joining Colorado
as a coaching intern for the 2018-19 season. He
served has head coach of Team Colorado, the school's
alumni squad in The Baskethall Tournament, in the
summer of 2019, guiding the Buffs to the second
round.
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DIREGTOR OF BASKETBALL OPERATIONS BILL CARTUN

Bill Cartun is in his 10th year with the
University of Colorado men’s baskethall
staff and his eighth as the Director of
Baskethall Operations.

Cartun is responsible for directing the day-
to-day operations of the baskethall program,
overseeing the budget, and coordinating team
travel and video. He also serves as the camp
director of the CU basketball summer camps,
which confinues o grow with record numbers
each and every summer.

In addition to his operation duties, Cartun is also the team’s video coordinator,
supervising all aspects of the team’s film and video needs, including opponent
scouting, coordinafing film exchange, managing the video room and supplying
the coaching staff with game film.

“Bill is very dependable and continues fo branch out in his roles on our staff
with the operations and team travel, along with his video coordination ability,”
said CU head coach Tad Boyle. “Bill's the best video guy | have ever been around
in the business; very dependable and handles a lot of details in our office. He
coninues fo develop and grow as a coach.”

Prior to coming to the Boulder campus, Cartun spent three years (2007-10)
with the Charlotte Bobcats of the NBA as the basketball operations assistant
and assistant video coordinator. With the Bobcats, he prepared video scouting
edits for the coaches and players, scouted collegiate talent, and assisted in NBA
draft preparation.

He is 0 2005 graduate of Bates College where he received his hachelor's degree
in economics. Cartun earned a master’s degree in sport management from the

University of Connecticut in 2007. While at UConn he worked with the men’s
baskethall team as a student assistant.

Cartun is a 2000 graduate of Avon High School in Avon, Conn., where he was
a two-fime all-State baskethall selection. After high school he did a post graduate
year at Cheshire Academy in Cheshire, Conn.
